A. CALL TO ORDER
Chairwoman Broberg of the Arizona Outdoor Recreation Coordinating Commission, called the
meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.

-Chairwoman Broberg: “Are these the hourly rates of those particular workers or is that something
that was negotiated? Because that would be potentially negotiated.”
-Matt Eberhart answered: "The rates they are requesting are in line with other project expenses that
we've seen related to this type of work for other grantees that we've seen in the past which is on par.”
-Member Sefton addressed to Madam Chair: Quick question, the amount of equipment, is there a
specific time frame buying equipment and trailers and those kinds of things? Is there capacity for
these purchases to be used well into the future, something tangible?
Matt answered: “One of the things that we do is we inventory any of the products or equipment that
are purchased with our grant dollars with this project they have two and a half years to complete the
grant and every six months they are required to do some type of financial reporting related to that so
they have to make a purchase but we typically will inventory any equipment trailers drones and then
we do a follow-up email year over year to ask what that equipment being used for how it's being used
things like that.”
-Member Sefton: “And all of the projects will be on Tonto National Forest land?”
-Matt Eberhart answered: “This entire project all of the dollars related to this project will occur
within the Tonto National Forest.”

-Matt Eberhart answered: “Technically if they're purchased using grant dollars, we can take them
back if they're not being used for their intended purpose; however, in almost all cases they're being
utilized for what they were purchased for.”

- Member Sefton asked about the Kartchner Caverns Field Trip Project: “I have a quick question on
that you mentioned that it would cover admission cost so basically the revenue side of Kartchner
Caverns, is this something that it would be mandated or we have any opportunity to kind of leverage
this further? Would it be something that you could leverage to ensure additional outcome like by
waiving fees or sponsoring those fees through friends or some of the other resources that we might
have.”
-Jeff Schmidt answered: “That's not something we had discussed for this iteration but the hope is to
continue this moving forward at which point we would start to kind of Leverage some of those
resources a bit more.”
-Member Broscheid added: “I get requests almost weekly for waiving fees to various parts as you do
I'm sure and that you know it's a case by case basis. Which I've mentioned to is the biggest thing is
the transportation the gas the drivers the busing and all that seems to always be the holdup for
getting kids from the school to the site so we'll continue to do that.”
